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SCHOLARSHIP RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR UoD STUDENTS

Article 1

Introductory Provisions

(1) The Scholarship Rules and Regulations for UoD Students (hereinafter referred to as “Rules and Regulations”) is an internal regulation of the University of Defence (hereinafter referred to as “UoD”) in accordance with section 17, paragraph 1), letter e) of Act N. 111/1998 Coll. on Universities and as altered and amended by other acts (hereinafter referred to as “law”).  

Article 2
General Provisions
(1) The Rules and Regulations contain rules for granting a scholarship to the students enrolled in the full-time study of bachelor’s, master’s and doctoral study programmes implemented at the UoD Faculties.  
2) The scholarships are reimbursed from the state budget by the Ministry of Defence chapter, allocated to the UoD and claimable
(3) Scholarships for foreign students studying at the UoD according to an international agreement are defined in this agreement. 
(4) No scholarship fund is established at the UoD in compliance with section 95, paragraph 1 of the law.

(5) Academic scholarships for students-soldiers in active military service (hereinafter referred to as “military students”) are paid in compliance with the general military pay regulations and under conditions set in these Rules and Regulations.
(6) The scholarships which are not mentioned in paragraph (5) are provided for and paid to military as well as other students (hereinafter referred to as “civilian students”) in compliance with these Rules and Regulations in the range given by allocated financial resources.

(7) The decision on the scholarship award must include the information on the level and payment of the scholarship, the statement of the reasons and an advice on the possibility of making a request reassessment.

Part I

SCHOLARSHIP RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR STUDENTS IN FULL-TIME STUDY OF THE BACHELOR’S AND MASTER’S STUDY PROGRAMMES

Article 3

Types of Scholarship 
(1) Scholarships may be awarded to students in full-time study of the bachelor’s and master’s study programmes as follows: 
a) the academic scholarship – for excellent academic achievement in accordance with

      section 91, paragraph 2, letter a) of the law;
b) the creativity scholarship – for excellent creative results contributing to the improvement of knowledge in accordance with section 91, paragraph 2, letter b) of the law;

c) the extra scholarship – for extraordinary activities done for the benefit of the UoD or representing the UoD in public and in special cases in accordance with section 91, paragraph 2, letter d) of the law;

d) the social scholarship – in difficult social situations of a student in accordance with section 91, paragraph 2, letter c) of the law;

e) the accommodation scholarship – for partial payment of costs relating to accommodation in accordance with section 91, paragraph 2, letter d) of the law.

(2) The aim of academic and creativity scholarship award is to motivate students to study and to acquire the high level of knowledge necessary for creative work.   
(3) The aim of extra scholarship award is to motivate students for socially beneficial activities performed beyond the framework of their studies or to enable the appraisal of students for specific matters.
(4) The aim of social scholarship award is to provide a student with single support in his/her difficult social situation.
(5) The aim of accommodation scholarship award is to reduce costs of civilian students which pay for the accommodation provided.
(6) The academic and accommodation scholarships for students are awarded by the dean and the extra and social scholarships for students are awarded by the Rector at the dean’s proposal. 
(7) The academic, creativity and extra scholarships for a student are awarded without an application, the social and accommodation scholarships are awarded upon a student’s application.  

Article 4

Academic Scholarship
(1) The academic scholarship may be awarded for the period of the subsequent semester for the results achieved in the previous semester to a student who satisfied all study obligations set in the study plan by the end of the examination period of the previous semester. 
(2) For the evaluation of academic achievement a weighted average is used to calculate the level of academic scholarship. As long as subjects are not evaluated using credits, credit 1 is assigned to each graded subject.   
(3) The academic scholarship may be awarded to a student as follows:


a) a student who studies in a given year for the first time;


b) a student on whom a penalty for disciplinary offence was not imposed.   

(4) For students who continue their studies after interruption or those who were admitted to study in a study programme and previously had already studied in another study programme the average is calculated based on the grades of recognized examinations and marked assessments from the previous study in the last completed semester including difference examinations and marked assessments determined for completing the semester.
(5) The academic scholarship is cancelled on the day of interruption or completion of studies or on the day when the decision on penalty imposition for disciplinary offence became effective in accordance with section 65, paragraph 1 of the law. 

(6) The scholarship range is as follows:

Article 5

Creativity Scholarship
(1) The creativity scholarship is awarded as single or regular for the duration of a particular academic year.  
(2) The single creativity scholarship may be awarded by the Rector on the dean’s proposal for extraordinary results in competitions of student’s creativity activities and for the representation of the UoD in public in competitions in the all-army, all-state or foreign framework. Its maximum level can be 2000 Czech crowns for results in competitions on the UoD level, 3000 Czech crowns for results in all-army competitions, 4000 Czech crowns for results in all-state competitions and 5000 Czech crowns for results in international competitions.  
(3) The regular creativity scholarship is aimed at motivating students for scientific and research, development and other creative activities (hereinafter referred to as “research activities”). The level of scholarship for the students who are engaged in research activities maximum is 1000 Czech crowns a month, for the students who are engaged in pedagogical activities maximum is 700 Czech crowns. The scholarship may be awarded by the Rector on the dean’s proposal for the duration of a particular academic year.  

(4) The regular creativity scholarship may be cancelled on the day of interruption or completion of studies or completion of students´ pedagogical or research activities.
Article 6

Extra Scholarship
(1) The extra scholarship is awarded as single or regular for the duration of a particular academic year.  
(2) The single extra scholarship may be awarded by the Rector on the dean’s proposal for extraordinary results in socially beneficial activities carried out beyond study obligations, in sports competitions, cultural and social events representing the UoD in public or, if need be, for other reasons that deserve special consideration. Its maximum level may be 5000 Czech crowns.
(3) The regular extra scholarship may be awarded by the Rector on the dean’s proposal for a period of a particular academic year for the activities carried out on behalf of the UoD and organized based on the internal standard issued by the Rector. Its maximum level is 1000 Czech crowns per month.

(4) The regular extra scholarship may be taken away from a student on the day of interruption or completion of studies or completion of the activity for which the Rector awarded the regular extra scholarship to a student.

Article 7

Social Scholarship
(1) The Rector may award the social scholarship on the basis of a student’s application made through the Dean and after submitting documentation required by the Rector. 
(2) The social scholarship may be awarded maximum twice in the course of studies, each time up to the amount not exceeding three times the amount of a student’s subsistence minimum.   
Article 7a
Accommodation Scholarship
(1) The accommodation scholarship is awarded to a civilian student who:
a) 
studies in the first study programme or in that which follows it up or he/she transferred from one study programme to another and his/her previous studies were recognized; in case of programmes studied concurrently a student is awarded with the accommodation scholarship once, i.e. in that study programme he/she was enrolled previously;
b) 
did not exceed the standard time of studies even in any of programmes studied concurrently;
c) 
does not have permanent residence in the area of the district in which the place of his/her studies is situated.

(2) The fulfilment of claim condition for the accommodation scholarship in accordance with paragraph 1 is confirmed based on the data in students’ registry. When confirming the fulfilment of claim condition in accordance with paragraph 1, letter a) the studies in the study programme which a student enrolled and completed in the period from 1 May to 30 October of the same calendar year is not taken into consideration.  
(3) The accommodation scholarship is awarded for the period of ten months (October – July) (hereinafter referred to as “scholarship period”). As for civilian students enrolled for the studies in the course of the scholarship period the accommodation scholarship may be awarded for only a part of the scholarship period after their enrolment for studies without influencing the level of accommodation scholarship recognized.  
(4) The payment of the accommodation scholarship is always carried out for a calendar quarter retrospectively, i.e. as of 15th day of a calendar month subsequent to the end of a given quarter.  
(5) A student is obliged to report the Student Affairs Department of the particular Faculty all facts which have an influence on the accommodation scholarship payment without delay.
(6) The Rector defines the level of the scholarship, the form, particulars and terms for making applications for the accommodation scholarship and details for the payment of the accommodation scholarship after the UoD University Senate statement. 
Part II
SCHOLARSHIP RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR STUDENTS IN FULL-TIME STUDY OF THE DOCTORAL STUDY PROGRAMMES
Article 8
Types of Scholarship 

 (1) The scholarship may be awarded to a student in full-time study of the doctoral study programme in accordance with section 91, paragraph, 4 letter c) of the law as follows:
a) the social scholarship – to provide students with adequate social economic status;
b) the academic scholarship – for excellent academic achievement;
c) the extra scholarship – with the aim to motivate students for passing the state

    doctoral examination in the earliest possible term;
d) the accommodation scholarship – for the decrease in cost paid by a student for 

    rendered accommodation.

(2)  The social scholarship may be only awarded to a civilian student. 
(3) The academic and extra scholarship may be awarded to a student on whom a penalty for disciplinary offence was not imposed.
(4) The dean awards the academic and extra scholarships without an application, the social and accommodation scholarships on a student’s request.
(5) The dean cancels the social, academic and extra scholarships on the day of interruption or completion of studies or on the day when the decision on penalty imposition for disciplinary offence became effective in accordance with section 65, paragraph 1 of the law.  
(6) The dean cancels the accommodation scholarship on the day when the student ceased to fulfil some of the conditions given in Article 7a, paragraph 1 or on the day of interruption or completion of his/her studies.

Article 9
Social Scholarship
(1) The dean may award the social scholarship regularly for the duration of a particular academic year for the standard time of studies.  

(2) The level of the social scholarship is dependent on the year of studies.

(3) The social scholarship may be awarded not earlier than on the first day of the calendar month in which a student was enrolled in the particular year if he had submitted the application for awarding a scholarship to the dean on schedule. The day of submission is understood as the day of application delivery to the Faculty. 
(4) If a student does not fulfil the study obligations resulting from the individual study plan, the dean may reduce the awarded scholarship on the academic advisor’s proposal recommended by the Faculty Branch Council. 
Article 10
Academic Scholarship
(1) The academic scholarship may be awarded for the period of the subsequent semester for the results achieved in the previous semester to a student who fulfilled all the study obligations of the past semester specified in the study plan by the beginning of the subsequent semester. The academic scholarship may be provided at most until the end of the month in which the extra scholarship was awarded to him/her.  
(2) The marks from passed examinations in subjects set by the individual study plan are included in a student’s academic achievement when calculating the level of the academic scholarship.
(3) The scholarship range is as follows:

Article 11
Extra Scholarship
(1) The extra scholarship may be awarded to a student after passing the state doctoral examination for the period till the end of the standard study period. 
(2) The extra scholarship may be awarded not earlier than on the first day of the calendar month that comes after the month in which a student passed the state doctoral examination. 
(3) The monthly level of the extra scholarship is 3000 Czech crowns. 
Article 11a
Accommodation Scholarship
(1) The regulation of Article 7a is used for the accommodation scholarship accordingly.
Part III

COMMON PROVISIONS
Article 12
Review Proceedings
The procedure for the review of the decision is regulated by section 68, paragraph 4 of the law.

Article 13
Final Provisions  
(1) These Scholarship Rules and Regulations were approved in accordance with section 103, paragraph 1 of the law by Lt. Col. Assoc. Professor, M.Sc. Frantisek Vojkovsky, Ph.D. who was charged by the Minister of Defence with the performance of the Senate office on 1st September 2004. 

(2) These Scholarship Rules and Regulations come into force in accordance with section 36, paragraph 4 on the registration day at the Ministry of Defence.
(3) These Scholarship Rules and Regulations come into force on 1st September 2004.
