INTRODUCTORY PROVISIONS

Čl. 1 
Applicability
(1) The Study and Examination Rules of the University of Defence (hereinafter referred to as “Rules“) are an internal regulation of the University of Defence (UD) under the provisions of section 17 (1) (f) of Act 111/1998 Coll., on Higher Education and on Changes in and Amendments to some other Acts (the Higher Education Act) (hereinafter referred to as “Act“). The Rules shall govern the study in Bachelor’s, Master’s and doctoral degree programmes held at the UD. 

(2) The Dean shall lay down an internal procedure detailing organizational and administrative safeguard of study for the implementation of accredited degree programmes (hereinafter referred to as “degree programme“).  

(3) The implementation of a degree programme that is held in cooperation with other university or corporate body or is shared by several UD Faculties shall be regulated by an agreement concluded between the UD and a university or other corporate body or by an agreement reached by the individual UD Faculties.

Čl. 2 
 Degree Programmes 

(1) Degree programmes are primary documents determining the content of students’ preparation in all branches of study. Degree programme may be divided into fields of study, which may be further divided into modules of study.

(2) Degree programme may be implemented by a Faculty or UD itself. Should a degree programme be implemented by UD directly, the Rector will charge one of the Faculties’ Deans with guaranteeing the organizational and administrative matters of study in the given degree programme.

(3) The standard length of study shall be as follows:

a) Three years for  Bachelor’s degree programmes,

b) Five or six years for Master’s degree programmes,

c) Two years for Master’s degree programmes connecting to Bachelor’s degree programmes,

d) Two or three years for doctoral degree programmes.
(4) Maximum length of study shall be two years more than the standard length of study. The period, for which the student interrupted its studies, shall not be counted towards the maximum length of study.

part two
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Čl. 3 
Organisation of Academic Year

(1) Academic year shall last twelve calendar months and the Rector shall determine its commencement.

(2) Academic year shall be divided into winter semester, summer semester and vacations. The dates of semester and vacation commencements shall be determined by the Rector.

(3) The commencement and closing of instruction and examination period, practical training, student exchange and further details pertaining to the academic year for Bachelor’s and Master‘s degree programmes shall be determined by the Faculties Deans following a consultation with the Rector.

(4) Time frame of study for doctoral degree programmes in the given academic year shall be regulated by the individual study plan drawn up in accordance with the provisions of Art. 37.

Čl. 4 
Forms of Study

(1) The study in Bachelor’s, Master’s and doctoral degree programmes shall be organized as:

a) Full-time form of instruction, with the degree programme carried out primarily by a teacher, who is in direct contact with the student,

b) Combined form of instruction, with the degree programme carried out by means of student’s individual preparation using information technologies and specialized learning aids in connection with instruction, during which the teacher is in direct contact with the student.

(2) Should the student have substantial reasons, he/she is entitled to apply for a change of study form. Applications for a change of study form shall be filed with the Dean, who will take a decision.

Čl. 5 
Organization of the Full-Time Form of Instruction

(1) Instruction shall be organized by means of study groups, for which lesson schedules are put together based on the study plans. Lesson schedules for students of doctoral degree programmes will be projected into individual study plans.

(2) Attendance to instruction specified by lesson schedule shall be compulsory for those students, who are professional soldiers (hereinafter referred to as “military students“); the teacher concerned shall determine compulsory attendance for other students. The Dean may grant the student an individual form of instruction participation based on an application by the student and following a statement from teachers concerned.

(3) The platoon commander or the group leader shall record instruction attendance into the class register and shall be responsible for the correctness of the records made; the record of instruction attendance shall be confirmed by the respective teacher by its signature. Students may be excused from instruction for health and service reasons and due to standard vacation, short vacation leave or leave of absence granted (military students), other students may only be excused for health and other serious reasons, apart from cases determined by the Dean. Deciding on excuses for military students falls within the competence of school battalion commander; and within the competence of teacher concerned for other students.

(4) Permitting the structure of subjects of study taught (hereinafter referred to as “subject“) and the capacity of UD tuitional premises, the student may choose any teacher of the given subject for the subject he/she enrolled; teacher selection must be done prior to commencement of instruction in the given semester.

(5) The teacher may place an alternative task on a student who could not take part in compulsory instruction.

(6) Unexcused absence from instruction shall be deemed as a breach of discipline for military students, falling within the disciplinary authority of the service body concerned.

Čl. 6 
Organization of the Combined Form of Instruction

(1) The combined form of instruction employs both the full-time study form within the consultation workshops and the distance learning study form by means of students’ independent work between the individual consultation workshops. The primary form of study for the combined form of study is an independent study work. Consultation workshops specified in the study plans shall be organized according to study groups and shall be compulsory for military students; determining the degree of compulsory attendance for other students falls within the competence of teacher concerned.

(2) Consultation workshops are run in the extent and timeframe laid down by study plans.  

(3) As a rule, the individual consultation workshops shall offer methodological consultation of study, introductory lectures, seminars, practical and laboratory training, and course credits are given and examinations held.

(4) The provisions of Art. 5 par 3 to 6 shall apply to students of combined form of study accordingly.

Čl. 7 
Instruction Given by other University 

Part of the instruction may be carried out by other university, based on the cooperation agreement or within the international educational programs.

Čl. 8 
Instruction Forms

(1) Primary forms of instruction for the full-time form of study are lectures, seminars, tutorials, laboratory work, field trips and practical training. Primary forms of instruction for the combined form of study within the consultation workshops are lectures, seminars, tutorials and laboratory work.

(2) Lectures shall be given by professors and associate professors and pending the approval of the department head also lecturers, exceptionally by assistant lecturers; lectures can also be given by notable experts from research institutions or professional experience, subject to approval by the department head.

(3) Seminars shall be led by professors, associate professors, lecturers, exceptionally also by assistant lecturers and notable experts from research institutes or professional experience.

(4) Generally, lecturers and assistant lecturers shall lead tutorials, with students of a doctoral degree programme taking part optionally.

(5) Only professors and associate professors take part in instruction of doctoral degree programmes; in exceptional cases and based on a proposal by the doctoral board, the Dean may entrust other academic staff holding the academic degree of doctor of science (DrSc.), candidate of science (CSc.), doctor (Ph.D. or Dr.) or distinguished experts from research institutes or professional experience.

Čl. 9 
Verification and Assessment of Study Results

(1) Verification and assessment of study results shall be performed by the following forms:

a) Assessment of the subjects studied,

b) Assessment of the study stage (semester, year), 

c) Assessment of the whole degree programme or its integral part.

(2) Assessment of the subjects studied shall be performed by one of the following or a 
Combination of these forms:

a) Continuous assessment,

b) Course credit, 

c) Marked course credit,

d) Examination.

(3) All subjects not stipulated in the degree programme’s study plan must be completed by a course credit or marked course credit or course credit and examination.

(4) Assessment of the study stage (semester, year) shall mean:

a) Comparison of the course credits acquired by the student against the minimum of course credits specified in Art. 22 par 2 for Bachelor’s and Master’s degree programmes ,

b) Assessment elaborated in accordance with the provision of Art. 39 for doctoral degree programmes.
(5) Study assessment of the whole degree programme or its integral part shall be performed as follows:

a) By the state final examination for Bachelor’s and Master’s degree programmes,

b) By the state doctoral examination and the defence of doctoral dissertation for doctoral degree programmes.
Čl. 10 
Course Credit and Marked Course Credit

(1) By awarding a course credit the teacher confirms that the student fulfilled the prescribed requirements of the subject’s study plan, successfully completed the prescribed tutorials and submitted the assigned independent tasks in the quality requested.

(2) By awarding a marked course credit the teacher provides an overall assessment to what level the student fulfilled all requirements laid down for the successful completion of the subject. 

(3) The teacher shall notify the students of the requirements for earning the course credit or marked course credit and of the spread of assigned tasks in time, as well as of continuous assessment of study, at the beginning of a semester wherein the instruction of the given subject commences.

(4) The teacher may announce alternative requirements and the method for fulfilling these to receive course credit for those students of Bachelor’s and Master’s degree programmes, who haven’t earned the course credit under the given requirements by the beginning of the examination period.

(5)  Course credit is given by a teacher designated by the department head. When giving the course credit the teacher uses the classification grade “credited“ or in case of marked course credit follows the provisions of:

a) Art. 28 par. 1 for Bachelor’s a Master’s degree programmes ,

b) Art. 38 par. 2 for doctoral degree programmes.
The teacher shall enter the earned course credit or marked course credit into the student’s Study Credit Book and shall enter it in the UD electronic information system on the working day following the course credit or marked course credit awarding at the latest; for Bachelor’s and Master’s degree programmes the assessment for marked course credit shall be entered in the form of written marking under ECTS.
)
Čl. 11 
Examination

(1) An examination shall test student’s knowledge and familiarity with the given subject and his ability to creatively apply theoretical pieces of knowledge when assessing practical phenomena. 

(2) The examination may take the oral, written, practical or combined form.

(3) The form of examination shall be decided by the examining teacher, who shall inform the students of its form and scope at the beginning of semester, wherein the instruction of the given subject commences. The teacher shall acquaint the students with the subject scope required to be mastered at the examination. 

(4) Testing questions for each examination shall be prepared by the examining teacher. Number of questions for an oral examination must be higher than the number of students tested at a single date. Students shall usually draw lots for the testing questions for an oral examination.

(5) Student shall take the examination with the teacher designated by the department head who guarantees the instruction of the respective subject (hereinafter referred to as “respective department head“); respective department head may designate more than one teacher for one subject. If more teachers were taking part in the subject’s instruction, only one examination shall be held and the respective department head may decide in such case that the examination shall take place before more examining teachers, but not more than three.

(6) Oral examination in one subject must not exceed 1 hour, written, practical and combined examination shall not exceed 2 hours as a rule. Examining teacher shall usually set adequate preparation time for answering the questions at oral examination.

(7) If the study plan specifies both course credit and examination for the subject, student may not sit the examination without the earned course credit.

(8) Student shall apply for the selected examination date electronically.

(9) Student shall apply for the examination in one of the available dates put up for the examination in the given subject. Student may apply for or cancel the application for examination one day prior to the examination date at the latest.

(10) Student is obliged to apply for one of the available dates put up for the examination in the given subject. The student, who has not applied for examination even for the last available date put up for examination in the given subject by the end of the period specified by the provisions of Art. 15 par 3 (a) or (b) or par 5 (a) or (b) and who has not provided an excuse to the examining teacher, shall be marked as “failed” unless the excuse was recognized by the examining teacher or circumstances requiring special consideration arose. The reasons for the latter special considerations not to apply for the last examination date put up for the subject concerned shall be decided upon by the Dean based on the evidence produced by the student.

(11) Should the student not be able to sit for the examination at the date for which he/she has applied for, the student is obliged to excuse itself to the examining teacher the following day after the date when the examination was supposed to be held at the latest. Should the examining teacher accept the excuse, he/she shall enable the student to apply for the examination at another available date announced.

(12) Should the student not appear for the examination at the date applied for and should he/she not provide excuse to the examining teacher and if circumstances requiring special consideration haven’t arisen and the examining teacher hasn’t accepted the excuse or the student can not take the examination because he/she has not met the requirements for earning the course credit in the subject concerned, he/she shall be graded “failed”. The student’s absence at the examination for reasons deserving special consideration shall be decided upon by the Dean based on the evidence produced by the student.

(13) The Dean shall reach the final decision in regards to accepting the student’s excuse as specified by paragraphs 10 to 12.

(14) The student is entitled not to accept an assessment of the examination results other than the marking grade “failed”. In such case the student shall be assessed by the grade “failed”.
(15) Should the student or the examining teacher file such a request the Dean may decide that the examination will be repeated under different examining teacher or before a three-member board of examiners; the Dean shall nominate the board chairman and its other members. Repeated examination may be taken before the mentioned board if a minimum of simple majority of all the board’s members including the board chairman are present. Examination results shall be assessed by vote with a simple majority of all the board members required for a decision to be reached. 

Čl. 12 
State Final Examination, State Rigorosum Examination, State Doctoral Examination and the Defence of Doctoral Dissertation

(1) State final examination, state rigorosum examination, state doctoral examination (hereinafter referred to as “state examination“) and the defence of doctoral dissertation may be taken by a student, who earned all class credits, marked class credits and took all examinations stipulated by the study plan or individual study plan and applied for the state final examination or state rigorosum examination or his/her application for state doctoral examination or application for defence of doctoral dissertation was approved.

(2) State examination and defence of doctoral dissertation shall take place before the respective board of examiners; board of examiners shall consist of a minimum of five members. Chairperson and other members of the board of examiners shall be appointed by the Dean following a proposal by the respective study programme board or the doctoral board. Members of the board of examiners may consist of professors and associate professors or notable experts from research institutions or professional experience, approved by the scientific board; board of examiners chairman must be a professor or associate professor.

(3) Organizational and administrative matters connected with the board of examiners activity shall be carried out by the board of examiners’ secretary appointed by the Dean; board of examiners’ secretary is not a member of the board of examiners. The Dean may charge one of the board’s members to carry out the function of the board of examiners’ secretary.

(4) State examination need not take place in one day; the Dean may in such case appoint different boards of examiners for its individual parts.

(5) State examination and defence of doctoral dissertation are open to public. If classified information forms subject matter of the state examination or defence of doctoral dissertation, only those members of the boards of examiners and only those persons may attend the state examination or defence of doctoral Dissertation, who comply with the terms of the legal regulation on the protection of classified information.

(6) The chairperson of the board of examiners controls the course of the state examination or defence of doctoral dissertation and also holds responsibility for the activity of the board of examiners. State examination and defence of doctoral dissertation may be held with a minimum majority of two thirds of all members of the board of examiners, with the chairperson of the board of examiners being present at all times.

(7) The board of examiners shall take minutes of the course and assessment of the state examination or defence of doctoral dissertation; if passing of the state examination or its part or defence of doctoral dissertation forms the ground for due completion of studies within the provision of Art. 18 par 1, the proposal for a higher education diploma award and a conferment of an academic degree shall be included in these minutes. The chairperson of the board of examiners shall produce the minutes of the course and assessment of the state examination or defence of doctoral dissertation recorded to the Dean after the examination is completed.

(8) Should the student fail to appear for a state examination or a defence of doctoral dissertation on the date for which he/she enrolled and applied for, it is his/her duty to excuse itself to the Dean on the day following the day when the state examination or its part or defence of doctoral dissertation was due to be held. If the Dean accepts the excuse, the student shall be able to apply for state examination or its part or defence of doctoral dissertation at another available date put up.

(9) Should the student fail to appear for a state examination or its part or for a defence of doctoral dissertation for which he/she enrolled and applied for, failing to excuse to the Dean and provided no circumstances requiring special consideration arose, excuse was not accepted by the Dean or the student withdrew from some part of the state examination or from defence of the doctoral, he/she shall be assessed by grade “failed”. The student’s absence at the state examination or defence of doctoral dissertation for reasons deserving special consideration shall be decided upon by the Dean based on the evidence produced by the student.

(10) Should the student fail to enrol or apply for a state examination or its part or for a defence of doctoral dissertation in the timeframe announced and provided no circumstances requiring special consideration arose, excuse was not accepted by the Dean, he/she shall be assessed by grade “failed”. The student’s failure to enrol for the state examination or his/her failure to apply for it or for the defence of doctoral dissertation for reasons deserving special consideration shall be decided upon by the Dean based on the evidence produced by the student.
Čl. 13 
 Bachelor’s Thesis, Master’s Diploma Thesis and Doctoral Dissertation

(1) A Bachelor, diploma and dissertation thesis (hereinafter referred to as “graduation thesis“) shall be submitted in Czech; English may be used for thesis upon approval by the Bachelor or diploma thesis advisor or supervisor. Should the thesis be submitted in English, it must include an extended abstract in Czech.

(2) Student selects the topic of thesis out of a graduation theses subject topic list put up by individual departments or training centres, corresponding to the professional specialization of the degree programme taken by student, field of study or module of study. Student is also entitled to propose a thesis topic of its own, which must correspond however to the professional focus of one of the departments or one of the training centres mentioned above. Student shall submit the proposal for its own thesis’s subject topic to the respective department head or head of the training centre concerned, who may decide on its listing.

(3) Student is obligated to submit the graduation thesis within the specified time limit and to publish it in accordance with the requirements of the UD internal procedure in question.
)
(4) The Dean shall set the scope and layout of the graduation thesis by an internal procedure regulating the elaboration of selected subject topics and fulfilment of the objectives set. 

(5) If the graduation thesis forms part of a work in which others collaborated, the student must be the sole author of the graduation thesis; the student shall make a declaration on this in the graduation thesis
Čl. 14 
Enrolment in Studies
(1) The right to enrol in study for the applicant is created by receiving the acceptance for study notification. Applicants enrol in study at the date set by the Dean; the student shall be notified about the date, location and enrolment procedure in writing.

(2) The applicant becomes a student on the day of its enrolment in study.

(3) If the applicant does not appear for study enrolment within five calendar days following the day set for the study enrolment at the latest and does not provide excuse or the excuse is not accepted, the right for enrolment in study is forfeited. The Dean decides upon the acceptance of an excuse 

Čl. 15 
Enrolling in Next Year of Studies
(1) Student who fulfilled all its obligations specified by the study plan or individual study plan for studies follow-up, with possible exception of not meeting the optional subject pursuant the provision of Art. 24 par 4, is entitled to enrol in the next year of studies.

(2) When enrolling into Bachelor’s or Master’s degree programme, student shall enrol the subjects of the given degree programme, field of study or study module in accordance with the study plan concerned.

(3) Student must fulfil the obligations stipulated by the study plan for the given semester in the same semester. However, if the student acquires a minimum of 60% of the course credits required for fulfilling the obligations stipulated by the study plan, he/she may fulfil the remaining part of these obligations as follows:

a) By the end of the following summer semester at the latest if winter semester is concerned,

b) Within four weeks following the commencement of the following winter semester if summer semester is concerned.

(4) Should the student participate in a training course, military fellowship or professional work experience within the time limit given in par 3, this time limit extends by the period when these activities were held.

(5) Student must fulfil its obligations stipulated by the individual study plan for the given semester in the given semester, exceptionally the student may fulfil these obligations as follows:

a) By the end of the following summer semester at the latest if winter semester is concerned
b) Within four weeks following the commencement of the following winter semester if summer semester is concerned.

(6) In case the student makes use of the option specified in par 3 (b) or par 5 (b), he/she will be enrolled in the next year of study conditionally until the remaining requirements are fulfilled.

(7) Enrolment in next year of studies shall take place at the date set by the Dean.

(8) If the applicant does not appear for study enrolment within five calendar days following the day set for the enrolment in the next year at the latest without providing excuse or the excuse is not accepted, the student’s study is terminated on the basis of failing to fulfil the requirements stipulated by the degree programme under these Rules. The Dean decides upon the acceptance of excuse
Čl. 16 
Recognizing Taken Parts of Studies
Upon a student’s application, the Dean may recognize, for the sake of study requirements, subjects taken at UD or other university within the degree programmes or lifelong learning programmes. The Dean shall decide on placing the student in respective year based on the recognition of subjects completed and at the same time shall decide on possible taking of bridging examinations.

Čl. 17 
Interruption of Studies
(1) Upon student’s application, the Dean may authorize interruption of studies; repeated interruption being possible.

(2) Interruption of studies shall not be permitted if a disciplinary procedure has been initiated against the student. 

(3) The total time of studies interruption in one degree programme must not exceed three years.

(4) Interruption of studies shall be recorded in the Study Credit Book. After the studies interruption period expires, the person who was permitted to interrupt studies (hereinafter referred to as “person“) shall generally enrol in the year in which the study was interrupted. Year placement may be subject to taking bridging examinations. The Dean shall determine the subjects from which the student will sit the bridging examinations. Should the reasons for interruption of study pass away, the Dean may terminate the interruption of study also prior to the study period elapsing, based on the person’s application.

(5) The person shall not enjoy the status of a student for the time of studies interruption. Upon expiry of the period, for which the study was interrupted, a right arises for the person to re-enrol in study. If the person fails to appear for enrolment within the five calendar days after the time limit for the studies interruption terminated at the latest and if it does not provide excuse or the excuse is not accepted, the right for the re-enrolment in studies ceases and its studies are terminated for failure to fulfil the requirements stipulated by the degree programme within these Rules. The Dean decides upon the acceptance of excuse.

Čl. 18 
Proper Completion of Studies
(1) Studies shall be terminated properly by the completion of studies in the relevant degree programme. The day of completion of studies in Bachelor’s and Master‘s degree programmes  shall be the date of passing the state final examination or its last part, the date of completion of study in doctoral degree programme shall be the date of passing the state doctoral examination and defending a doctoral dissertation; in case the state doctoral examination and doctoral dissertation defence do not take place on the same day the day of completion of study shall be the day of passing a state doctoral examination or doctoral dissertation defence, whichever of these falls later. Chronological order of the individual parts of state final examination, as well as the state doctoral examination and doctoral dissertation defence shall be specified by the programme of studies.

(2) Proper completion of study and the conferment of the respective academic degree shall be certified by a higher education diploma and a diploma supplement.

Čl. 19 
Higher Education Diploma and a Diploma Supplement Award
(1) The Rector, represented by the Dean, shall award the graduates of study the with a higher education diploma, specifying the degree programme completed and the particular field of study and academic degree; and a diploma supplement in Czech and English.

(2) Higher education diploma “with distinction“ shall be awarded to those graduates of Bachelor’s or Master’s degree programmes, whose total result of the state final examination or state rigorosum examination was assessed by grade “excellent“ and who reached the weighted mean of maximum 1.5 for the whole period of study, with none of their graded course credits or examinations taken assessed by  the grade “good“.

Čl. 20 
Other Termination of Studies
(1) Studies shall also be terminated as a result of:

a) Withdrawal from study; the day of termination shall be the date of delivery of the student’s notice in writing of its withdrawal from studies to the Faculty concerned or UD,

b) Failure to fulfil the requirements resulting from the degree programme under these Rules by the student; hereby the day of termination of studies shall be the date of legal effect of the decision to terminate the study on the basis of failing to fulfil obligations arising from the degree programme under these Rules,

c) Revocation of accreditation for a degree programme; the day of termination shall be the date when the time-limit specified in the decision by the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sport expires,

d) Cessation of accreditation for a degree programme;
) the date of termination shall be the date of announcement of the cancellation of a degree programme by the UD,

e) Expulsion from studies;
) the day of termination of study shall be the date of legal effect of the decision to expel from studies.

(2) The study of military students can also be terminated in case the military student no longer fulfils the conditions stipulated by the legal regulation on the professional soldier service.

(3) Failing to fulfil the requirements for the programme of studies under these Rules shall mean:

a) Not meeting the requirements for enrolment in the following year of study (Art. 15 par 3 and 5),

b) Failing to meet the requirements for repeated enrolment in study (Art. 17 par 5),

c) Exceeding the maximum period of study (Art. 2 par 4) or maximum period for study interruption (Art. 17 par 3), 

d) Not completing the state final examination or state rigorosum examination in the time-limit set by Art. 31 par 4 second clause two or State doctoral examination in the time-limit set by Art. 40 par 7 or failing to defend the doctoral dissertation thesis in the time-limit set by Art. 41 par 18.

(4) In cases stipulated by par 1 clauses c) and d) UD is obliged to enable the student to continue in its studies of the same or similar degree programme on the same or other university. 

(5) The Dean shall issue a certification of the student’s course credits, marked course credits and examinations taken if requested so by the student whose studies were terminated for reasons given by paragraph 1. This certification shall also include the length of student’s study and statement that study was not completed properly.

PART THREE
BACHELOR’S AND MASTER’S DEGREE PROGRAMME
Čl. 21 
Degree Programme Board
(1) The Dean shall appoint the degree programme board for each Bachelor’s and Master’s degree programme. The degree programme board shall be responsible particularly for the following:

a) following and  assessing studies in the degree programme concerned,

b) proposing rules and  terms for creating study plans of the degree programme fields, initiating proposals for amendments or enlargements of the degree programme, possibly for changes in the structure of subjects,

c) proposing rules for the assessment of subjects by credits,

d) setting the subjects of state final examinations and proposing names of boards of examiners for state final examinations.

(2) Using an internal regulation, the Dean shall determine the structure of the degree programme board, its further tasks, term of office of the board members and detailed job content of its activity.
Čl. 22 
Credit System
(1) The credit system
) serves to quantify the study load of the individual subjects and to facilitate mobility of students, as well as to certify the fulfilled study requirements.

(2) Standard extent of fulfilling the study requirements in one year of study is valued by the number of 60 credits, divided proportionally among the subjects while respecting their time consuming intensity.

(3) Student shall acquire the respective number of credits by completing the subject in the way stipulated by the study plan. This number of credits may be credited only once per the given subject or its part in the course of study.

Čl. 23 
Study Plan
(1) Study plans define chronological and subject matter progression of subjects, form of their study and method of verifying the study results. 
(2) Study plans are created according to rules and conditions contained in the degree programme; usually they are put together for a field of study, prospectively for a study module within a branch of study. Study plans are set up in such a way that no more than 6 subjects concluded by examination are listed in one semester.

Čl. 24 
Compulsory and Elective Subjects
(1) Compulsory subjects are those that must be enrolled and completed by each student of the degree programme concerned, prospectively of the branch of study or study module.

(2) Elective subjects are those from which the student selects the specified number subjects. By enrolling an elective subject, this subject becomes compulsory for the student. Elective subjects are complemented by the compulsory subjects within the number of credits apportioned for the given semester according to the study plan.

(3) Student may enrol higher number of elective subjects than corresponds to the assigned number. Only the apportioned number of credits for the elective subjects is then credited toward the fulfilment of study requirements.

(4) The Dean may transfer the enrolment of an elective subject in a higher semester upon student’s application; this amends the number of the assigned number of credits for respective semesters. The Student must complete the elective subjects transferred by the commencement of the last semester of studies at the latest.

Čl. 25 
Pedagogic Team Leader and Pedagogic Team
(1) The Dean shall assign a pedagogic team leader for each study group.

(2) The Dean may establish a pedagogic team to secure the coordination of activity between pedagogic team leaders and respective teachers at the instruction of common foundation subjects of the first year of degree programme.

Čl. 26 
Repeating a Year of Studies
(1) The Dean may authorize repeating a year of studies for a student, who failed to fulfil the requirements for next year enrolment.

(2) Upon receiving a request from the student, the Dean may recognize the results of acquired course credits, marked course credits  and examinations taken so far when authorizing a study year repeat; only those marked course credits  and examinations can be recognized for which the student earned the grade assessment “very good”.
(3) A maximum of two years repeated shall be allowed in the course of a study of a given degree programme; repeating the same year second time is ruled out.

Čl. 27 
Special Provisions for Examination
(1) The examining teacher shall put up the dates for examination in the given subject one week prior to the commencement of the examination period at the latest; the announced dates shall be published in the UD electronic information system. The examining teacher shall put up the dates for examinations in number needed and time spread convenient to utilize the whole examination period sensibly; examining teacher may limit the number of applications for a given examination date.

(2) If the student makes use of the option provided by Art. 15 par 3 (a) or (b), the examining teacher shall put up dates for the examination in the given subject outside the examination period minimum 14 days prior to the examination date at the latest. The provision of paragraph 1 shall apply accordingly to announcement of the examination dates outside the examination period. 

(3) Student can appeal to the department head concerned against insufficient number of examination dates put up and their unsuitable time spread over the examination period until the first day of the examination period at the latest. Department head may decide on further examination dates to be announced in case the appeal is justified.

(4) In case the student received the grade assessment “failed”, he/she is entitled to repeat the examination twice.

(5) Upon student’s request, the examining teacher may enable the student to take the examination on a date prior to the commencement of the examination period.

Čl. 28 
Assessment of Study Results
(1) The student’s knowledge and skills and the level of fulfilment of requirements specified for the award of a marked course credit  shall be assessed at the examination by the following table:

The examining teacher shall record the assessment in the alphabetical identification form under ECTS in the student’s study credit book and also in the UD electronic information system on the business day following the date the examination was taken or course credit received at the latest. “Failed” grade assessment shall not be entered in the study credit book, but will be recorded in the UD electronic information system.

(2) Weighted mean shall be used for assessment of a studies stage, studies of the complete degree programme or its integral part; this shall be calculated from the following equation:
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(3) Only credits for those subjects completed by examination or marked course credit shall be included in the calculation of weighted mean.
Čl. 29 
Examination  Resit and Marked Course Credit Repeating
In exceptional circumstances, the Dean may authorize a resit of an examination or marked course credit in the subject, from which the student was assessed by a grade “excellent minus“ up to “good”; this applies to a maximum of two subjects over the whole time of study and the student must file an application for it.  Examination or marked course credit repeating shall be taken at the teacher who assessed the student from the subject concerned by the grade mentioned above; should this is not possible, the respective department head shall assign an examining teacher. The examining teacher shall notify the Faculty’s dean's office of the examination resit or marked course credit repeat in writing within three business days after the examination resit or marked course credit repeat has been taken at the latest. The student’s overall assessment shall then include the examination resit or marked course credit repeat.

Čl. 30 
Assessment of Professional Training and Courses
(1) Upon the students’ application, the dean may authorize a professional training held at alternative date for those students, who were not able to participate in professional training for serious reasons or whose professional training was assessed by a marking grade Failed; if this is not possible, the respective department head shall determine other form of fulfilling this obligation as proposed by the teacher. 

(2) The provisions of paragraph 1 apply also to compulsory courses stipulated in the study plan.

Čl. 31 
Special Provision to the State Final Examination and State Rigorosum Examination
(1) Bachelor’s degree programme shall be terminated properly by a state final examination, consisting of a Bachelor’s thesis defence and examination in the subjects determined by the degree programme. Master’s degree programme, with exception of medicine, veterinary medicine and hygiene, shall be duly terminated by a state final examination, consisting of a Master’s thesis defence and examination in subjects determined by the degree programme. Master’s degree programme in the field of medicine, veterinary medicine and hygiene shall be terminated properly by a state rigorosum examination.

(2) The Dean shall set the dates and location where the state final examination will be held, names of the board of examiners and a method of applying for the state final examination; these must by made public by the Dean sufficiently ahead of time. 

(3) State final examination can only be repeated twice. Student repeats only those subjects of the state final examination, in which he/she was graded as “failed”, or shall repeat the defence of a revised thesis, should this be assessed by a marking grade “failed”. The board of examiners may propose in justified cases that the head of the respective department changes the subject topic of the thesis for the thesis defence repeat.

(4) The date of the first state final examination repeat shall be determined by the Dean in the timeframe between the sixtieth and ninetieth day from the day the first state final examination or its final part were held. Second repeat of the state final examination shall be held at the date the state final examinations in the following academic year will be taking place. The Dean may decide on a different date for the second repeat of the state final examination for reason deserving special consideration if appealed so by the student.

(5) Student, who was assessed at the first state final examination repeat by the marking grade “failed” in one of the state final examination subjects or in the thesis defence, shall have its study interrupted; this study interruption shall not be counted toward the time limit specified in the provision of Art. 17 par 3.

(6) Provisions for the state final examination shall be applied to the state rigorosum examination appropriately.

Čl. 32 
Special Provision to Bachelor’s and Master’s Theses 
(1) The Student demonstrates by the Bachelor’s or Master’s theses (hereinafter referred to as “thesis”, that he/she is able to solve and to present both verbally and in writing the assigned problem and to defend is own approach toward its solution.

(2) The Dean shall authorize an amendment to the thesis topic issue in accordance to Art. 13 par 2 if student submits a justified application.

(3) The head of a department, where the student elaborates the thesis, shall assign a thesis supervisor and thesis reader; he/she can also assign a consultant to the student if necessary. 

(4) Student is obligated to hand in the thesis to the thesis supervisor within the time limit set by the department head; the department head may authorize a later date for handing the thesis based on student’s application.

(5) Should the student fail to hand in the thesis by the date specified, he/she shall be assessed by the grade “failed” for this part of the state final examination.

(6) Department head shall enable the student to familiarize itself with the thesis supervisor’s assessment and thesis reader’s report three days prior to the date when the thesis defence is held at the latest.
Čl. 33 
 Assessment of State Final Examination and State Rigorosum Examination Results 
(1) Overall result of the state final examination as well as the subjects of state final examination and thesis defence shall be marked as “excellent”, “very good”, “good and “fail”.

(2) Board of examiners shall decide upon the state final examination subjects and thesis defence assessment by means of non-public vote meeting, with the majority of all the board of examiners members required to take a decision. Chairperson of the board of examiners shall announce the decision on the resulting assessment of the state final examination or its part publicly on the day the state final examination or its part is held.

(3) Overall result of the state final examination shall be assessed by a grade:

a) “Excellent” if all state examination subjects and thesis defence are assessed as “excellent”  or one of the subjects is assessed as “very good” grade and others by “excellent”  grade,

b) “Excellent minus” if all state examination subjects and thesis defence are assessed as “excellent”  or “very good”, one of the subjects can be assessed as “good“ and conditions specified by part a) do not apply; overall average assessment must not exceed 2.0,

c) “Good”  if state examination subjects and thesis defence are assessed at least as “good” and conditions specified by parts a) and b) do not apply,

d) “Failed” if one of the state examination subjects or thesis defence is assessed as “failed”.
(4) Provisions for the assessment of state final examination shall be applied to the assessment of state rigorosum examination appropriately.

part four
DOCTORAL PROGRAMME OF STUDIES
Čl. 34 
Doctoral Board
(1) The Dean shall establish a doctoral board for a doctoral degree programme (DSP) concerned. Doctoral board shall monitor, evaluate and guarantee a standing high level of DSP study quality.
(2) Doctoral board shall consist of a minimum of five members. The Dean shall appoint and relieve members of a doctoral board following a discussion at the Faculty’s scientific board, which shall consist of leading academic and scientific staff at UD and other universities and research institutes taking into account their professional orientation.

(3) Chairperson and deputy chairperson of the doctoral board shall be elected internally by its members by a simple majority of all doctoral board members. 

(4) The Dean may establish doctoral committees for individual branches of the programme of studies if requested so by the doctoral board. The Dean shall appoint and relieve the doctoral committees chairman and deputy chairman and members following a proposal by the doctoral board. 

(5) Organizational and administrative matters related to the doctoral board or doctoral committee activity shall be taken care of by the doctoral board or doctoral committee’s secretary, to be appointed by the Dean; doctoral board or doctoral committee’s secretary shall not be a doctoral board or doctoral committee’s member. 

(6) Doctoral board shall be ensuring a standing high quality of DSP and for this purpose it shall perform the following in particular:

a) Every year it shall assess the level of DSP accomplishment, discusses its development proposals submits its opinions to the Dean,

b) Proposes the staff naming of admission procedure to DSP study to the Dean, as well as the content and criteria of the admission procedure for DSP study,

c) Passes judgment on the proposals of committees pro admission procedure for DSP study and submits its proposal for DSP study applicants’ acceptance,

d) Proposes appointments and discharges of supervisors to the Dean,

e) Determines the maximum number of students lead by a supervisor,

f) Evaluates continuously the supervisors’ work submits its assessment conclusions to the Dean, 

g) Gives its opinion on the students’ individual study plans (ISP) and their possible amendments,

h) Gives its opinion on proposals for theses subject topic,

i) Gives its proposal to the Dean on the chairperson, board members, date and place where the state doctoral examination will be held; and the language in which this examination  shall be taken,

j) Gives its proposal to the Dean on the chairperson, board members, date and place where the doctoral dissertation defence will be held and language; and the language in which this defence  shall be done,

k) Approves the extent of requirements for the state doctoral examination,

l) Discusses the annual assessment of students and gives proposals to the Dean on the solution of occurring problems.

(7) If doctoral committees are established, the Dean shall charge them upon proposal by the doctoral board with carrying out the activities specified in paragraph 6 in relation to the respective field of study. 

Čl. 35 
Training Centres
(1) To secure DSP realized at the UD the Dean assigns a training centres out of the Faculties’ departments, institutes and UD centres. Training centres must meet the following conditions: 

a) Hosts associate professors and professors with established several year-long pedagogic  experience in instruction at DSP carried out at UD, 

b) Successfully develops scientific and research activity in DSP, 

c) Attains results for its publishing activity held in esteem by both domestic and international professional public, 

d) Can offer material and technical background for scientific and research activity. 

(2) Training centre: 

a) Submits suggestions for DSP development to the doctoral board concerned, 

b) Discusses and puts up subject topics for theses in accordance with scientific and research activity orientation of the workplace, 

c) Gives opinion on the proposals of doctoral board for assigning or discharging the supervisors from the rank of academic employees at the workplace and takes part in their assessment, 

d) Gives opinion on ISP of the students trained, 

e) Assesses the results of study of the students trained. 

Čl. 36 
Supervisors
(1) Study in DSP is run under the supervisor’s direction and observance, supervising the student for the whole period of study.

(2) Supervisor may be a professor or associate professor; in exceptional cases also a notable expert from research institution or professional experience can be supervisors. Supervisor is appointed and discharged by the Dean following a proposal by the doctoral board after a preceding discussion with the training site head training centre and the supervisor proposed. 

(3) Supervisor may propose the nomination of a specialist supervisor when approaching the problem solving of theses with interdisciplinary points at issue, who would be directing the student especially at the solving of specific and professionally demanding tasks within the thesis elaboration. Paragraph 2 shall be used when specialist-supervisor is appointed.

(4) Supervisor: 

a) Cooperates with the student in the creation of ISP and coordinates its study activity, 

b) Directs the student in the selection of topic and thesis focus and supervises its elaboration, 

c) Orientates the student for solution finding of concrete scientific projects related thematically to the thesis problematic, initiates the student’s publication activities and provides him/her with an effective professional support, 

d) Checks the student’s ISP fulfilment, 

e) Takes part in an assessment of the student by the training centre and prepares the annual student’s assessment.
(5) Supervisor cooperates closely with the training centre head and consults the student’s ISP with him, as well as other issues related the course of studies.

(6) Supervisor may be relieved in its supervising function should any facts arise in the course of DSP, which would prevent the supervisor from proper supervision of the student. The Dean shall be notified of this fact through the doctoral board concerned.

(7) The Dean shall discharge the supervisor, if the supervisor provably fails to fulfil its supervising duties or it can not perform its activity properly.

(8) Approval by the training centre head is required in case the supervisor is not an employee of the training centre, enabling the student to work at the supervisor’s workplace.

Čl. 37 
Individual Study Plan
(1) DSP study runs in accordance with the ISP, which student arranges in cooperation with the se supervisor. Student submits the ISP to the doctoral board through the supervisor for its opinion following the training centre head has given its opinion. Student must submit the ISP to the Dean for approval within two months after its enrolment in study.

(2) Individual study plan comprises in particular:

a) DSP specifying the  form of study,

b) Name of the field of study,

c) Thesis subject topic, which is included in ISP following the Dean’s approval,

d) The latest date for submitting application for state doctoral examination and application for doctoral dissertation defence, 

e) Names of subjects studied, semester when taken, method and dates of study results verification and centres securing the subjects studied,
f) Outline of student’s activities and duties related to creative activity, especially scholarships and placements at other workplaces, conferences visited and publication activity, 
g) Method and extent of student’s pedagogic experience,

h) Time management of study up to the taking of state doctoral examination and doctoral dissertation defence,

i) Further factual data relating to registration and time-limits character.

(3) The provisions of Art. 24 shall apply to compulsory and elective subjects listed in ISP accordingly.

(4) Individual study plan shall be made in three copies on a prescribed form and shall include a consecutive record of all relevant activities pursued by the student. Copy no. 1 of the ISP shall be filed at the Dean’s office and shall become part of the archive materials after the completion of study, Copy no. 2 shall rest with the student and Copy no. 3 with the supervisor. 

(5) Principles of ISP preparation shall be set by internal regulation issued by the Dean.

Čl. 38 
Special Provisions on the Examination
(1) Student shall take the examination at the date determined by the examining teacher following an agreement with the student. Student shall inform the supervisor about the examination date; supervisor shall be present at this examination as a rule.

(2) Examination shall be assessed by the grades “excellent”, “very good”, “good” and “failed“.

(3) In case the student is assessed by “failed” grade at the examination, he/she is entitled to repeat the examination one more time.

Čl. 39 
Assessment of Study
(1) Student shall elaborate a written report on the results of its activity in the given academic year; the report shall have a free form and shall be submitted annually by the end of the academic year at the latest, serving as one of the documents for the student’s assessment by the supervisor. Student shall submit one copy of this report to the training centre head and second copy to its supervisor within the time-limit given above. 

(2) Supervisor shall be assessing the ISP performance by the student on a regular basis, usually at the end of the academic year and shall submit this assessment to the doctoral board concerned; assessment shall draw on the provisions of these Rules and shall include one of the following findings that the student:

a) Fulfils the obligations arising from the  ISP in such a way which enables him/her to continue in  studies,

b) Failed to fulfil the obligations arising from the ISP; this fact shall be interpreted as case specified in Art. 20 par 1 b).

(3) Doctoral board shall discuss the produced assessments and hand over its opinion on the further course of study together with an assessment to the Dean for approval.

Čl. 40 
Special Provisions on the State doctoral Examination
(1) Student demonstrates deep professional and theoretical knowledge in the chosen field of degree programme at the state doctoral examination; these shall include knowledge of the fundamental methods of scientific work, eligibility to acquire new pieces of knowledge and putting them to useful application.

(2) Minimum of two members of the board of examiners must come from outside the UD academic community. The Dean shall always appoint the student’s supervisor a member of the board of examiners.
(3) The student shall apply for the state doctoral examination with the Dean. Student must submit the application for the state doctoral examination term within the time-limit specified by the provision of Art. 37 par 2 d). Should the student fail to submit an application for the state doctoral examination in the time limit specified by provision of Art. 37 par 2 d), the state doctoral examination shall be assessed by “failed” grade.

(4) Student must produce the following together with the application for the  state doctoral examination term, both in written and electronic form on a compact disc:

a) Professional curriculum vitae,

b) Overview of its publication activity over the period of DSP study,

c) His/her assessment by the supervisor.

(5) The Dean shall decide on the names of the board of examiners, the date and place of the state doctoral examination within two months after the application for the state doctoral examination has been submitted; this shall be done in such a way that the state doctoral examination is taken within three months following the submission of the state doctoral examination application at the latest; these facts shall also be made public on the UD official notice board at least one month before the state doctoral examination is taken. The Dean’s decision on the facts specified by the first sentence shall be delivered to the student and the members of the board of examiners minimum of fourteen days prior to the date of the state doctoral examination.

(6) State doctoral examination can be taken if a minimum of two thirds of all the board of examiners members are present, with the chairman of the board of examiners and minimally one board of examiners member based outside UD academic community is present.

(7) State doctoral examination can be re-taken once. The date and place for such a resit of the state doctoral examination shall be determined by the Dean following a proposal from the doctoral board in such a way that this examination takes place within six months from the date of the first term of state doctoral examination at the latest; the date and place for the state doctoral examination resit shall at the same time made public on the UD’s official notice board. The Dean’s decision on the date and place of the repeated state doctoral examination shall be delivered to the student and members of the board of examiners at least fourteen days in advance.

Čl. 41 
Special Provisions to the Doctoral Thesis
(1) Thesis represents solving of a current scholarly issue, on which the student demonstrates its ability to work independently with scholarly issues. Doctoral thesis must contain both original and published conclusions and conclusions provably accepted for publication.

(2) The Dean approves the subject topic of a doctoral thesis by the end of the first semester of studies and is entered in the student’s ISP together with its approval date.

(3) The Dean approves an amendment of the topic of a doctoral thesis in accordance with provision of Art. 13 par 2 if justified and based on the student’s application and the supervisor’s opinion.

(4) Doctoral thesis must contain in particular:

a) Analysis of the current situation of the topic issue researched
b) Thesis objective,

c) Chosen  and applied research methods for handling the topic issue,

d) Results and conclusions of up-to-date topic issue research with clear definition of new scientific pieces of knowledge, which the student contributed to, and a discussion on them,

e) Concrete conclusions for utilizing the thesis conclusions in professional field and for the development of the subject field,

f) List of literature  used for the thesis elaboration,

g) Abstract in Czech and English, usually in one page length.

(5) At least two members of the board of examiners must be professors and at least one third of board of examiners members, out of this at least one thesis reader, must come from outside the UD academic community. The Dean shall always appoint thesis readers members of the board of examiners. Supervisor and specialist supervisor may not be appointed members of the board of examiners; these are usually present at the thesis defence however.

(6) The thesis defence proceedings are commenced by the delivery of the application for thesis defence to the Dean. If the doctoral thesis meets the requirements set by paragraph 8, it is passed to the doctoral board for further proceedings; otherwise the Dean shall call prompt the student to remove the shortcomings in the application for thesis defence in the time-limit set. The Dean shall stop the proceedings leading to the thesis defence if the student fails to correct the shortcomings in the time limit required.

(7) Student must submit the application for thesis defence in the time limit specified by provision of Art. 37 par 2 d). Student informs the supervisor of the submission of application for thesis defence. Should the student fail to apply for the thesis defence in the time limit specified by Art. 37 par 2 d), the thesis defence is assessed by grade “fail”.

(8) Student must produce the following together with the application for thesis defence, both in written and electronic form on a compact disc:

a) Professional curriculum vitae,

b) Overview of its publication activity over the period of DSP study,

c) Training centre opinion,

d) Doctoral topic issues,

e) Thesis,

f) Addresses of persons and organizations who might be interested in the area researched.

The written form of thesis topic issues and thesis shall be included in four copies.  

(9) Thesis topic issues shall briefly outline the thesis objective, research methods used for handling the given area, list of own publication activity related to the thesis topic, major results and contributions of the doctoral thesis and abstract in two internationally spoken languages. Recommended content of the thesis topic issues is 20 A4 standard pages. 

(10) The Dean shall appoint a minimum of two thesis readers as proposed by the doctoral board, with at least one of them being a professor. Supervisor, specialist supervisor and a person directly superior or subordinate to the student may not be appointed a thesis reader.

(11) Doctoral thesis reader shall elaborate and deliver to the chairperson of the board of examiners a thesis report both in writing and electronic form, handed by means of the Dean; this shall be done within one month after the thesis has been received or it announces within 14 days that it can not produce the thesis report. Should the thesis report not be submitted in the time limit specified or the thesis reader announces that he can not produce the thesis report, the Dean shall appoint a new thesis reader following a proposal by the doctoral board.

(12) Doctoral thesis report shall include balanced and critical assessment of assets and shortcomings of the thesis and thesis reader’s opinion with regard to:

a) Quality of thesis,

b) Up-to-date nature of the topic,

c) Meeting of the defined thesis objective,

d) Chosen research method,

e) Thesis conclusions,

f) Individual contribution of the student for the subject field theory and professional application,

g) Publication activity of the student related to the thesis topic.

The thesis reader shall state in conclusion whether the thesis fulfils the requirements specified by Section 47 par 4 of the Act, whether the student proved qualification for independent research  work and shall state whether it recommends to submit the thesis for defence.

(13) Doctoral thesis reports shall be delivered to the board of examiners’ members and to the student at least 15 days prior to the date thesis defence is to be held.

(14) In case the thesis is assessed negatively by a majority of all thesis readers, the board of examiners shall declare the thesis defence proceedings interrupted. Board of examiners chairperson shall inform the Dean and the student of this decision. Following a thesis revision, the student is entitled to file a new application for thesis defence neither but nor earlier than six months after the thesis defence proceedings were interrupted.

(15) The Dean shall decide on the examination board members’ names, the date and place where the thesis is defended and language to be used at thesis defence within two months after the application was filed, with the thesis defence being held within three months after the application for thesis defence was filed; these facts shall also be made public at the same time on the UD official notice board at least one month prior to the doctoral thesis date. Notification in writing on the information specified in first sentence above shall be delivered to the student, examination board members and staff and organizations that may be interested in the area researched, at least fourteen days prior to the date of doctoral thesis defence.

(16) Doctoral thesis can be defended if a minimum of two thirds of all examination board members is present, with the chairperson of the examination board, at least one doctoral thesis reader and at least one examination board member based outside the UD academic community being present.

(17) In case one doctoral thesis reader is absent, the thesis defence may be hold provided the absent doctoral thesis reader elaborated an positive thesis report and the examination board members present agree that the doctoral  thesis defence is held; in this case the thesis report by the thesis reader absent shall be read in full. In case two or more thesis readers are absent, the examination board shall set a  new date and place where the thesis defence will be held in such a way that the thesis defence takes place within one month from the original date for the doctoral thesis defence at the latest. Notice in writing on the new date and place where the thesis defence will be held will be delivered as specified by clause 15 clause two.

(18) Doctoral thesis defence can be repeated once. In case of unacceptable thesis defence the examination board shall set the terms under which the thesis defence can be repeated. The examination board is obligated to lay down terms for thesis defence repeating within one month after the date the unaccepted doctoral thesis defence took place at the latest. The Dean shall decide on the date and place where the doctoral thesis defence will be held following a proposal by the doctoral board; so the date and place where the doctoral thesis defence will be held shall be made public on the UD official notice board at the same time. Notification un writing on the new date and place for the thesis defence shall be delivered as specified by Section 15 clause two. Clause two and three provision shall not apply if case specified in par 7 clause three applies.

Čl. 42 
State doctoral Examination Result and doctoral Thesis Defence Assessment 

(1) The result of the state doctoral examination and doctoral thesis defence is assessed by grades “passed“ and “failed“.

The board concerned decides on the assessment of state doctoral examination and doctoral thesis defence by non-public vote, with the approval of a majority of all the respective board’s members required to pass a decision. The chairperson of the respective board shall announce the board’s assessment decision on the state doctoral examination and doctoral thesis defence publicly on the day the state doctoral examination or doctoral thesis defence was taken.

Čl. 43 
Special Provision on the Interruption of Study
Should the Dean decide on a repeated state doctoral examination or doctoral thesis defence date after the expiration of standard period of study extended by one month, it shall at the same time interrupt the study on the day the standard period of study extended by one month expired until the next repeated state doctoral examination or repeated doctoral thesis defence; this interruption of study shall not be counted against the time limit specified by provision of Art. 17 par 3.

PART FIVE
COMMON, TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS
Čl. 44 
Publication of Final Theses
(1) Final theses, for which the defence took place, including thesis reports and defence assessment results, shall be non-profitably published. By publishing the final thesis within this provision shall be meant the filing of one copy at the UD library and electronic version in the UD electronic information system archive, unless contrary to other legal obligation ensuring the final thesis publication.

(2) Final theses must be published at least five working days prior to the defence date. Publication of the final thesis within this provision shall mean its display in printed or electronic form for public view at the UD centre, where the final thesis defence is to be held.

(3) By applying for thesis defence or filing an application for doctoral thesis defence the student gives approval for its publication under the paragraph 1.

Čl. 45 
Remedial measures
(1) Application for a review of the Dean’s decisions can be submitted in the matters of study interruption, recognition of examinations and ordering of bridging examinations, scholarship awarding, termination of study for failure to fulfil the Study and Examination Rules requirements, sanction imposition for breach of discipline, expulsion from study under Section 67 of the Act
) and for Bachelor’s and Master’s degree programmes  also regarding permission to repeat the year and permission to study under individual study plan.

(2) Application for a review of decision taken shall be submitted to the Dean within 30 days from the day the decision was delivered.

(3) Should the Dean not allow the appeal for review and will not change or revoke its decision, it shall hand over the student’s appeal for review together with documents related to the Rector, and that within 15 days from the day the appeal was delivered to the Dean.

(4) Rector’s decision is final and must be taken within 15 days from the day the appeal was delivered to the Rector.

Čl. 46 
Competence Discharge
(1) The Dean’s competencies specified by these Rules shall be discharged by the Rector for those degree programmes carried out directly at the UD.

(2) Competencies of the Faculty’s Scientific Board specified by these Rules shall be discharged by the Scientific Board of University of Defence for those degree programmes carried out directly at the UD.

Čl. 47 
Transitional Provisions
Study of the 2008/2009 summer semester shall be completed by a student who received permission by the Dean for its extension in accordance to the existing Study and Examination Rules of the respective Faculty.

Čl. 48 
Final Provisions
(1) This Code was approved under Section 9 par 1 (b) of the Act by the UD Academic Senate on 22 October 2008.

(2) This Code takes effect in accordance with the provisions of Section 36 par 4 of the Act on the day of its registration by the Ministry of Defence under the provision of Section 95 par 8  (a) of the Act.

This Code becomes effective on 1 September 2009 except the provision of Art. 18 par 1, which takes effect on the day of its registration by the Ministry of Defence as specified by the provision of Section 95 par 8 a) of the Act. Study and Examination Rules for students of University of Defence, who are not enrolled in one of its Faculties, registered by the Ministry of Defence on 30 June 2006 under ref. no. 681-6/2006-7542, expires on 1 September 2009.
